1. Conference Introduction

The aim of IGCP project 464 (http://
tetide.geo.uniromal.it/igcp464.html) isthe defi-
nition of the palaeoenvironmental evolution of
the continental shelves, leading to their present
morphology, stratigraphy and sedimentology.
The geological approach to the environment and
toitsglobal changesisin fact based on a com-
plete understanding of the long-term cyclicity
of natural systems. On the continental margins
the leading factor is undoubtedly the very rapid
changes in sea level that brought it from ca. -
125m during the Last Glacial Maximum (ca.
20ka BP) to its present position in little more
than 10,000 years at an average rate of 1m/cen-
tury. The project will therefore be focused espe-
cidly on the Last Glacial Maximum and to the
following sea-level rise. In fact the LGM isa
key event in Pleistocene/Holocene evolution, as
it represents the main and latest extreme in sea-
level and climatic trends at a global scale. The
conditions at the LGM on continental shelves
and their effects on coastal plains and continen-
tal slopeswill thus be the "starting point” of the
most recent and continuing environmental cycle.

All researchersinterested in the evolution of the
continental shelves, the processesthat led to their
present form and applications of this knowledge
are welcome to participate.

The Conference will be held in Sdo Paulo and
Cananéia cities, in the State of Sdo Paulo, Bra-
zil. The Conference will be organized by Asso-
ciate Professor Michel Michaelovitch de
Mahiques, Brazilian national representative for
the Project. The Conferencewill be linked with
the Brazilian Symposium on Oceanography,

In the conference, academic exchange and dis-
cussion will be focused on the following scien-
tific aspects.
